The materials include three separate vocabulary related exercises:

1. Very detailed page by page vocabulary of the full text (Livre de poche edition)
2. Parts of speech vocabulary encouraging students to extend their language awareness
3. Vocabulaire incontournable -words and concepts essential for writing the essay

The page by page vocabulary for L’étranger is provided as an aid to ensure that your students are
supported in their first reading of the text. You will have trained them in how to glean meaning
from text where not every word is understood, nevertheless their ability to comprehend can be
overwhelmed by the quantity of new language. For the initial stages of the book we assume that
the student has a fairly minimal vocabulary and endeavour to help confidence to be maintained.
The pdf version of the vocabulary can be used on a smartphone or tablet to avoid the need for
printing out the list.

The parties du discours exercise covers several fields of vocabulary and is designed to encourage
students to be flexible and creative in their use of language moving from a verbal structure to one

Vocabulaire incontournable contains words and concepts regarding the themes which the student
will need in order to write a coherent essay. Certain key words cannot easily be avoided. You may
well wish to add others to the MS Word version of the text.

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Important decisions need to be made early on about how and when the students will read the book
or books. Will they read it over the summer holidays or will you read it all together making sure
you don't miss a single word? Whichever technique you decide upon, the summary will help your
students go back over the story to put things in order in their head in the target language.
Additionally, the summary exercise practises use of the present tense of the verb which is key to
any student’s competence-60% of language usage approximately tends to be in the present. The
summary is written in simple language and the teacher can practise introducing more complex

The questions set for the new examination require a high level of analysis, so we have created a
sequence of exercises in which thinking skills come to the fore. Training students to discuss
character based on the evidence given and reading between the lines. We have three types of
exercise to facilitate the exercise.

The caractére des protagonistes exercise provides a long list of specially chosen adjectives
relating to the characters in the book and the student has to designate these to particular
characters (levels 1-4) .  There are also exercises training the student how to introduce a sentence

The character-arc exercise asks the student to trace the development of a character from start to
finish concentrating on important turning points. The template in MS Word can be used for the
characters of your choice.

In a novel there will often be significant changes taking place to at least one of the protagonists;

by the end, significant emotional, psychological and or intellectual progress will have been
made thanks to the experiences which the author/narrator subjects the character/s to. This
analytical activity requires you think deeply about the character’'s journey in the novel
identifying and illustrating:-

a) their initial situation and how he/she is “brought in” b} subsequent important scenes,
observations, turning points which demonstrate a movement from the initial position

c) the emotional/relational/psychological situation of the protagohist at the end of the nowvel.

With the amount of time available for teaching MFL students these days it is essential to
incorporate grammar teaching seamlessly into literature as well as language teaching. The
sequence of grammatical exercises is designed to increase awareness of some key structures
which would generally be considered to improve the quality of language section of the assessment
grid.

The quality of language exercise section pushes three sets of grammatical structures, the present
participle, the passive and the subjunctive and gives eight or so examples of each in the context of
the book, so at the same time as practising key verb forms the student is revising the language.

The direct/indirect speech exercise is designed to address the issue of how to deal with
quotations. While it is essential to refer to specific evidence it is not really essential to add
quotations although of course this is possible. The student attempts to recognise the origin of 14
quotations and then has to make these into reported speech making appropriate grammatical
changes (tense and pronouns generally).

First steps

TIP As you start to go through the book with the students it is a good idea to begin the essay
writing process by writing a paragraph together based on the PEE(L) pattern- (P) oint, (E)vidence,
(E)xplanation, (L)ink. Always refer to a putative essay title and, initially, keep the preparation oral.
After coming up with a good paragraph you can then dictate it to your students which will open
your eyes to the students’ grammatical awareness.

The themes exercise is designed to get students to read through a list of quotations and allocate
them to a particular theme. This is a first step to help student prepare for using
quotations/detailed reference to illustrate a particular point in the essay.

ANSWER SHEET PROVIDED
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The planning tool is simply intended to remind students that the best way of planning is to use a
full sheet of paper and start writing down ideas as they come. The essay title should always be
visible and referred to constantly. The template can be adapted according to the number of points
you expect students to produce.
